ABRY pays $500 mil 
forActlllB'casting

ABRY Communications has 
made its long-awaited return to sta­
tion buying, acquiring Norman 
Lear' s Act 111 Broadcasting in a deal 
valued at well over $500 million. 

The deal had been anticipated 
for several months and makes 
ABRY one of the largest owners 
of Fox affiliates. Act III owns 
eight TV stations, all currently 
affiliated with (he wcblct. 

For tax purposes, the sale is 
structured as a stock purchase, 
and as part of the sale ABRY will 

also assume Act III Broadcast­
ing's debt, which is about $150 
million. According to Act HI, its 
stations reported cash flow of 
$44.7 million on net revenue of 
$93.8 million for the 12 months 
ending March 31, 1995. Its oper­
ating income for the same period 
was $30.6 million. 

ABRY is expected to continue 
looking for more stations. The 
funds for the Act III purchase were 
raised through Wall Street firm 
Donaldson Lufkin & Jenrette and 
the company still has access to

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Gingrich lambastes Internet smut regs

WASHINGTON House 
Speaker Newt Gingrich (R-Ga.) 
is criticizing an amendment 
added to the Senate's telecom-
munications reform bill that im-
poscs stiff fines and prison sen­
tences for distributors of pomog-
raphy on computer online ser-
vices such as the Internet. 

Gingrich called the provision 
"clearly a violation of free speech 

and ... a violation of the right of 

adults to communicate with each 
other. I don't agree with it and I 
don't think it is a serious way to 
discuss a serious issue. 

The provision to crack down on 
cyberspace smut was offered by 
Sen. James F\on (D-Neb.) and 
added to info highway legislation 
passed last week by the Senate. The 
amendment, which passed by a 
vote of 84-16, would impose fines 
of $100,000 and require prison 
terms of up to two years Ibr dis­
tributors of indecent material on 

computer networks that are avail-
able to children 18 and under. 

The infbpike bill now awaits 
action on the House floor, where 
backers of the Exon measure pre­
sumably w i l l seek ant i -
pornography lingo of their own.
